4 hours academic training in the last 12 months
4 currency flights in the last 12 months
3 ELT homing (at least one must be an aural null) in the last 12 months
4 different search patterns appropriate to your area of operation in the last 12 months
1 currency flight of not less than 1 hour within the past 120 days
PILOTS:
4 hours academic training in the last 12 months
6 hours as PIC in the last 90 days to provide a minimum of 24 hours flying time within the last 12 months, the minimum of 24 hours flying as PIC, made up of:
